	Criteria for ‘Eryri Race’- propose that 50% of profits go to club. Organisers can use our kit and insurance.

	· Eurwyn Edwards proposed amendment that 100% of profits go to the club. Race organisers then have the option of donating to local charities/organisations but must be approved by the committee. 
· He also raised concerns that if a 50% minimum rule is passed, this could encourage some organisers to give less profit than previously to the club, potentially to the financial detriment of Eryri Harriers. 
· Concerns also raised by Ellie Salisbury that any change to the current system would deter certain organisers from organising a race under the club name if they lose the ability to chose how profits are distributed. 
· Also highlighted by Helen Blair that previously, using the Eryri Harriers name has meant that organisers get certain benefits such as: use of club insurance, use of kit, use of eryri website and facebook for advertisement and that the club would cover losses if the event was cancelled last minute. Given organisers get this service, it was suggested that they should have to guarantee a minimum contribution back to the club.
· Issue raised by Suzzie Richards and Russell Owen that there is no ‘criteria’ for an Eryri Race and without this, it would be difficult to vote on a proposal today without first clarifying this- do we want ‘Eryri races’ to purely be about bringing profit back to the club? Or do we want any criteria to be more flexible to encourage more organisers to hold raises under our name and have the ability to support local charities/communities more freely? 
· Nia Edwards suggested that the wishes of the race organiser be respected when it comes to distributing profits to reward and value the effort that goes in to organising a race and that this be built into any ‘criteria’.
· Majority of membership voted to postpone a vote on this matter until the Criteria for an Eryri race could be clarified.
· This will need to be put to the membership again at the next AGM or at an EGM.

AGM 2023 ROAD RUNNING REPORT
ON THE ROAD AGAIN

The innovation of racing shoes has certainly progressed over the years, from the old racing flats to the carbon plated shoes that we have today, especially since Nike began developing its carbon fibre plated Vaporfly shoe in 2013 and the launch of the Nike Vaporfly 4%  in 2017 culminating in numerous race records being broken including the long-standing Caernarfon 10k women’s course record of 36.26 which has stood since 2007, Deeside AAC athlete Emily Kearney obliterated the old record with a time of 34.22 at the recent Borders Road Running League Caernarfon 10k. Going back to the 1990’s, Reebok were actually the first to launch carbon plated running shoes but as I discovered, the forefoot was too stiff and Reebok did not pursue with their development. While some will say that competitive running is no longer a level playing field nor widely accessible to all, running should not be an arms race for whoever has the best equipment, but mainly down to human endeavour, however, these carbon plated shoes are here to stay! Regarding the Borders League, that was the 11th occasion that Eryri have hosted a Borders League race at Caernarfon on the usual 10k course, be it in a clockwise or anti-clockwise direction. The Borders League offers our athletes of all ability seven free races a year at distances ranging from 5 to 10km in a club friendly atmosphere, in all, since joining the League in October 1998, Eryri have competed in 162 Borders League races. The 2022/23 season was quite successful with several individual awards most notably: 1st Male/65 Mike Snell and 1st M/75 Don Williams while our women were placed 7th and our men 8th of the 11 teams in their respective 2nd Divisions, our men won the Improvers Trophy with our women placed 3rd, so there is room for optimism especially after the 1st race of the 2023/24 season at Caernarfon where our women topped the Division 2 standings while our men were 4th.
Ian Edwards and Gemma Moore are leading the way in the Road Running Championships with just the two races to go (Conwy H/M and the Borders League race at Wrexham) though Nic Brook and Anna Drinkwater are still in with a shout of upstaging them. Great to see Rob Samuel back racing again after a long injury layoff, Rob is currently our quickest male 10k runner this year with 30.57 in winning the Newtown 10k on 21st May while Tom Wood ran 14.22 at the Armagh 5k on 9th February. 5 Miles – Nic Brook 28.41 at Mold/BRRL Race. Half Marathon – Adam Jones 70,51 at Wilmslow. 20 Miles - Dafydd Gwynn 2.12.28 at Knighton. Marathon – Ifan Dafydd 2.37.52 at Seville. Women: 5k – Gemma Moore 18.32 at the Kingsley Mid-Cheshire 5k. 5m – Gemma Moore 31.25 at the Breakwater event in Holyhead. 10km – Gemma Moore 38.49 Borders League Caernarfon 10k. Half Marathon – Lucy Bracegirdle 91.16 at Wrexham. 20 Mile – Jenny Charlton 2.25.36 at Knighton. Marathon – Jenny Charlton 3.13.58 at London. There have been several North Wales representative honours for Eryri athletes including Rob Samuel who struck Gold in the Welsh Inter-Regional 10km championships at Wrexham (Helena Tipping 10k) with a time of 31.08. Gemma Moore clocked 39.32 there for North Wales and Gemma also represented the North Region at the Rhyl 10mile and Oswestry 10k Inter-County events. Jenny Charlton, Dafydd & Nia Gwynn represented North Wales at the Knighton 20mile inter-county event while Adam Jones also ran for the North in the Rhyl 10mile event. Several Eryri athletes have won North Wales regional medals at various distances at the North Wales Championship events at Llanrug 5k. Breakwater 5 Mile. Caernarfon 10k and the Caernarfon H/M. There are always opportunities for our club runners, whether it is Welsh or North Wales representative honours, National or Regional race distance medals or just their own personal targets, they all count.
Though it is disappointing to lose some of our runners to a rival North Wales club, we still have the “Old Guard” and some very promising youngsters coming through the system which bodes well for the future. The Eryri Harriers are not all about elite athletes, we cater for runners of all abilities who will be the mainstay of the club for years to come. Eryri Harriers do not just represent our club, we represent the Eryri region.
There is much to look forward for road runners in 2024, Border League races X 7, to be discussed whether we enter the Welsh Castles Relay after recent rejections! And hopefully, send team/s to compete in the Welsh National Road Relays.

AGM REPORT – November 2023 – Cross Country

As the AGM falls early in one season, and seven months after the end of the previous season, it is hard to know what to include in this report.  
At the Presentation evening earlier in the year the results from the 2022/23 season were reviewed, highlighting the 16 ladies, 29 men and multitude of juniors who competed in the league, North Wales Championships and WA championships, and I don’t intend to repeat that information tonight.
So far we have only had one race in the NW league due to Conwy BC cancelling the Colwyn Bay fixture due to flooding.
